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The Tradition of the Christmas Pickle

The Christmas pickle is a Christmas tradition in the United States. Parents wait until Christmas Eve to hide a
small pickle ornament on the Christmas tree, tucking it deep in the branches. The parents hang the pickle last
after all the other ornaments are in place. On Christmas morning, the first child to spot the pickle receives an
extra gift. The first adult who finds the pickle traditionally gets good luck for the whole year.

This tradition is commonly believed by Americans to come from, Germany. In fact, the tradition is largely
unknown in Germany. It has been suggested the origin of the Christmas pickle may have been developed for
mar keting purposes in the 18906s to coincide with
Germany. Woolworths was the first company to import these types of decorations into the United States in 1890.
Glass blown decorative vegetables were imported from France from 1892 onwards. The concept of Christmas
pickles has since been imported from the United States and they are now on sale in the country traditionally
associated with it.
